Be it known to one and all that the ICSE Board, New Delhi, which is also known as CISCE had
prohibited all its schools within and outside India from allowing “dummy” admissions as a vital
component of its Affiliation Policy from day one.

debarred from giving tuitions to Class XI and XII students during the school hours.

The CBSE has declared officially on its website and through circulars to all school principals that
daily, regular teaching must be conducted inside the school premises for Classes XI & XII and proper
attendance records maintained for all students attending those classes which shall be open for
inspection at any time by the Board Authorities.
